Welcome to the South Coast & Tablelands Activities Team Brass Balls Challenge canoeing weekend. 

You can choose whether you bring a tent or any other form of camping apparatus.  If you don’t have any of the above, borrow from your group or a friend.  Above all, just come!

The camp starts on Saturday at 9am and runs until Sunday early afternoon. There are activities from the Hampden Bridge in Kangaroo Valley down the river to Bendeela (about 6.5km) on Saturday and Sunday morning. Activities will run for Scouts, Venturers and Rovers/adults.  The final decision on the location of the activities will only be made immediately before the weekend as the river levels fluctuate depending on the amount of rain. There is always sufficient water to paddle from Hampden Bridge to Bendeela no matter what the river levels are.  

A gateway competition will also run, so spruce up the entrance to your group’s camp and see if you can win the prize. Judging will occur Saturday night.

Bendeela is a Sydney Water, free camping area on the Kangaroo River arm of the Tallowa Dam.  To get there you should travel through Kangaroo Valley township from Nowra and over the Hamden Bridge.  About 400 metres past the bridge turn left at the sign and travel another 3.8km before turning left again at another sign.  Follow the road a further 2.2km down to the sharp left turn at the bottom of the hill.  Pass through the gates and about 400m along the dirt road take the first turn to the right.  Follow the track along to the riverbank where you will find most of the Scout family campsites.

Unfortunately there are no fires allowed at the Bendeela campsite, but some groups will probably take their scout barbecue as well as a large dining fly for the group to use.  All Scouters are welcome to come and participate in the activities if they wish.

Each group is responsible for the organisation of canoes and PFD’s for their own scouts etc. Please ensure appropriate precautions are taken to avoid hypothermia! If you require more information about this great event, give us a ring and we will do our best to answer your questions.  Remember, encourage your groups to start planning for this weekend now!
